However, above items could not be delivered by the suppliers, though
the supply order was issued, due to the Corona Virus Disease (COVID-19) pandemic
National lockdown and hence the planned expenditure for an amount of
Rs.1.00 lakhs could not made within the financial year 2019-20. However, out of
Rs 4.00 lakhs allotted in 2™ year (2020-21), an expenditure of Rs 1.00 lakh has been

made.
