Rs.24,25,000/- under State Innovation Fund for the year 2019-20 (Round-lI).

The Member Secretary, State Planning Commission in his letter fifth read
above has stated that, after detailed discussion, among others, the State Planning
Commission has recommended the following proposal for implementation and
